Mission Preacher Today
Holy Family will be the host to a missionary today,
Fr. Lourdu Xavier Jesudoss, who will preach in support of
his diocese of Thanjavur, India.
Thanjavur is on the east coast of South India, with over
200,000 Catholics amongst a population of 7 million,
mostly Hindu and Muslim. Missionary works include
catechetical training and formation of lay Catholics from
villages and mission stations who, on receiving training,
return to teach in their own localities. People are poor and
not able to give much support to the Church. The diocese
of Thanjavur runs 53 orphanages, the highest of all the
dioceses of India. 2,500 orphans and semi orphan children
of all religions live in the orphanages. They are fed, clothed
and educated free of charge. The number of orphans
increased in the aftermath of the tsunami in 2004, when
many children lost their families. Mission funds are also
used to train priests and seminarians and to build chapels in
the mission stations.
